Grand Jury
response done

Anyone attending
last Thursday’s Win-
ters School Board
meeting who was not
already familiar with
the events of the past
year and a half would
most likely have had
no idea of the magni-
tude of the drama that
has enveloped the dis-
trict in that time.
The trustees voted

unanimously and with
little discussion be-
yond clarification of
minor points to accept
and submit to the Yolo
County Grand Jury a
set of responses to
findings and recom-
mendations that grew
from an investigation
into administrative
and board conduct.
The investigation was
instigated at the re-
quest of community
members who were
angered by what they
perceived as unre-
sponsiveness to wide-
ly-held anger over the
dismissal of Winters

High School Principal
George Griffin in
March of 2010 and by
what they believed to
be a pattern of miscon-
duct at the Board and
administrative levels.
That investigation

found that the former
Superintendent Re-
becca Gillespie had vi-
olated conflict of in-
terest laws in the hir-
ing of an outside con-
sultant with whom she
had a romantic rela-
tionship. It also found
misconduct and viola-
tion of Brown Act pro-
visions by the board of
trustees.
The response, which

will be posted in full
on the Express web-
site, was prepared by
an ad hoc board com-
mittee comprised of
President Dan
Maguire and Trustees
Robyn Rominger and
David Reynoso.

City plans to propose
large downtown hotel

At the Aug. 16 city
council meeting, City
Manager John Don-
levy unveiled his pro-
posal for a grand
downtown boutique
hotel, to be built on a
patch of city parcels.
The city has been
working to acquire on
the north half of the
block bounded by
Railroad, First and
Abbey streets.
The city will be of-

fering a Request for
Proposal (RFP) to find
a developer to propose
a 150-room, three-sto-
ry hotel for the site,
which will include re-
tail along Railroad,
underground parking
and facilities for a con-
ference center.

The city will be of-
fering the developer a
long term land lease
for the site, in return
for which the city
would reap sales tax
as well as significant
“transient occupancy
tax,” or hotel tax,
which has become the
gold standard for com-
munity taxes in Cali-
fornia, with the re-
duced value of proper-
ty taxes in the wake of
Prop. 13.
Donlevy expects the

developer to invest
$40-60 million.
“We have millions of

dollars going into the
creek (projects),” said
Donlevy, “millions of
dollars going into the
downtown, to make
this a great place for

“I’m surprised at the

number of rooms,”
said Martin. “I think
parking is going to be
a large issue, with
over 100 cars, and for
events also.”
“Naysayers are al-

ways saying it’s never
going to happen,” said
councilmember Cecil-
ia Aguiar-Curry. “I’d
like to see it happen.
Having it downtown
goes along with the
philosophy of preserv-
ing our historic inner
core. However, I
would like to have the
RFP be respectful of
the property owners
that are there.”

EDAC
The council held a

public hearing and
unanimously passed a
resolution to adopt
the Grant Avenue De-
sign Guidelines
(GADG), which Com-
munity Development
Director Nellie Dyer
explained with a Pow-
erPoint presentation.
The GADG covers The
Grant Avenue corri-
dor, from I505 to Rail-
roadAvenue.
The guidelines are

the work of the Eco-
nomic Development
Advisory Committee
(EDAC), a committee
of eight, including
LisaBaker,WadeCow-
an, Joe Castro, Bill Bi-
asi, Bill Hailey, Sandy
Vickrey, Chris
Turkovich and Debra
DeAngelo, created
last winter. Dyer
praised the work of
the group, and partic-
ularly the fast turn-
around, including 13
meetings held with
staff in the spring, in-
cluding two public
workshops at the Com-
munity Center.
“Some of the expec-

tations,” said Dyer of
the workshops, “in-
clude maintaining
Winters’ small town
character, small scale
buildings with strong
architectural orienta-
tion, the encouraging
of a Winters unique
scale and character,
as well as thoughtful
architectural design
— not boxes with cos-
metic attachments.”
The expectations

became the basis for
the report.
The report utilized

photos extensively, to
graphically explain
design principles. It
covered six sections:
~ Site Planning.
~ Architec-

ture/BuildingDesign.
~ Connectivity.
~ Signs.
~ Lighting.
~ Landscaping.
Martin asked if this

will make it easier for
developers to get
through the permit-

ting process.
“I believe it will,”

said Dyer. “It is as spe-
cific as we can get and
still have some flexi-
bility.”
“I really like the vi-

sual aspect of this,”
said Mayor Woody
Fridae. “A picture is
worth a thousand
words.”

Bike race
The council ap-

proved the Winters
Education Founda-
tion’s request for a
street closure to hold
their fundraiser bike
race, called the Win-
ters Criterium, on
Sept. 18. The organiza-
tion expects 400 to 500
riders to participate.
They notified busi-
nesses and residences
along the route, and
secured the signa-
tures of most, but not
all.
The plan calls for 18

coursemarshals along
the route, which runs
along Main, First,
Abbey, Second and
Edwards streets. The
marshals will each re-
ceive one hour train-
ing. The group does
not expect to need as-
sistance from the Win-
ters Police Depart-
ment, other than if
cars need to be re-
moved.
Group member Kurt

Balasek said the race
last year raised $6,000
for the schools.
“We hope to raise

that significantly this
year,” said Balasek.
“We moved it to Sun-
day to accommodate
businesses. They defi-
nitely were impacted.
A lot of them will be
closed on Sunday.”
Martin asked if the

marshals could stop
the race in an emer-
gency.
“Yep,” said Balasek.

“This is supposed to
be a win-win for the
community.”
“Good signage is im-

portant,” said Fridae,
“even the week be-

fore.”
David Rangle of 105

Abbey Street asked
for a change in the
route.
“I’m an emergency

response person for
the railroad,” said
Rangle. “I have to re-
spond at literally all
hours of the day or
night. “Last year, I in-
curred a delay of 40 to
45 minutes and that
delay in repair cost
$40,000.”
“This is the first I’ve

heard of this,” said
Balasek. “I apologize.
I will give you two or
threephonenumbers -
onewill beme.”
“I need to get out

quickly,” saidRangle.

Marijuana
dispensaries

The council held a
first public hearing
and voted unanimous-
ly to adopt an ordi-
nance amending the
municipal code to pro-
hibit the establish-
ment of businesses
that are prohibited by
state or federal law.
With this action, Win-
ters joins many Cali-
fornia communities in
effectively outlawing
marijuana dispen-
saries, because they
arenot allowedby fed-
eral law. Currently,
dispensaries are not
allowed under the
terms of a one-year
citymoratorium.
The staff report cit-

ed as reasons, difficul-
ty in regulation, a his-
tory of abuses of the
law by dispensaries
and the load these out-
lets have put on local
police departments in
cities that allow them.
“We lack the re-

sources to regulate or
respond appropriate-
ly to the increase in
crime these appear to
bring,” saidCityAttor-
ney John Wallace.
“Yolo County has is-
sued a total of 46
cards. We do not think
its necessary.”
“We don’t have

enough resources out
on patrol,” said Win-
ters Police Lieutenant
Sergio Gutierrez.
“With issues that are
symptomatic of a dis-
pensary program like
this. Essentially, we
can’t handle it.”

Redevelopment
The council held a

second and final hear-
ing of an ordinance for
the city to comply with
the “Voluntary Alter-
native Redevelop-
ment Program” in or-
der to permit the con-
tinued existence of
Winters Community
Development Agency
(redevelopment).
The state recently

effectively shut down
redevelopment agen-
cies in California with
one law, AB 1x 26, and
allowed a conditional
continuation of the
program with another,
AB 1x 27.
The continuation

will requirewhatDon-
levy called “extor-
tion,” the payment of
what Winters esti-
mates will be $524,942,
as well as yearly pay-
ments of what Donlevy
called “a shakedown
of over $125,000, or
something other than
that.”
Last week, the Cali-

fornia Supreme Court
agreed to hear the is-
sue of the constitu-
tionality of this in a
suit brought by the
California League of
Cities and the Califor-
nia Redevelopment
Association. The court
enacted a temporary
stay, a small positive
development in the
fight to keep redevel-
opment alive.
“The bottom line is

this gives us a period
of time where we can
keep our options
open,” said Donlevy,
“and we are not re-
quired to pay the ex-
tortion money until
January.”
The ordinance

passed unanimously.

Pool report
City pool manager

Justin Hyer gave a
very positive report of
the 2011 summer pool
programs.
“It’s been a good

year when I can come
up here and say
there’s been no drama
or trauma,” saidHyer.
Hyer reported the

program had imple-
mented a parent re-
view program, so par-
ents could provide
feedback.
“It was extremely

positive, 99 percent of
the time, but there
were a few construc-
tive criticisms,” said
Hyer. “No accidents
were larger than what
a Band-aid could han-
dle. We didn’t have to
close the pool one day
this year because of a
chlorine related is-
sue.”
“Enough can’t be

said of school mainte-
nance staff, Gary
(Castillo) and Rick
(Garcia),” said Don-
levy. “They are dili-
gent and are dialing
things in.”
“It’s been a joy to see

the program go from
the town’s largest
baby-sitter to an epi-
center of community
activity,” saidHyer.
City Director of Ad-

ministrative Services
Nanci Mills spoke
highly of Hyer’s work
as director.
“It’s been a real

pleasure having
Justin as the pool
manager this year,”
saidMills, “and he has
stepped it up so much.
Without a recreation
coordinator, we need-
ed that somuch.”
The next city coun-

cil meeting will take
place Tuesday, Sept. 6,
at 6:30 p.m., at council
chambers in City Hall.
Anyone may attend
city council meetings,
whih are held on the
first and third Tues-
day of eachmonth.

~ Sept. 27: Possible
final approval of re-
vised map, second
reading of associated
ordinance and final
adoption of revised
district boundaries; or
first reading of alter-
native ordinance if re-
quested by the board
at the Sept. 13 meeting.

~ Oct. 11: If needed,
second reading of al-
ternative ordinance
and final adoption or
revised district bound-
aries.

On Feb. 1, the Yolo
County Board of Su-
pervisors established
an advisory committee
to assist them in the
process of updating
the supervisorial dis-
tricts, as required by
law. Under state law,
the Redistricting Ad-
visory Committee was
required to make its
recommendations to
the board of supervi-
sors no later than Aug.
1. The Redistricting
Advisory Committee
has submitted three
maps for considera-
tion. which can be
found on
www.yolocounty.org.

State law also re-
quires that the board
of supervisors adopt
revised district bound-
aries by Nov. 1.

Skydiving ‘Specktacular’
raises ALS research funds

“People do many
things to raise aware-
ness for important is-
sues, like running,
walking or biking
many miles to find a
cure for a devastating
disease,” says Skydiv-
ing for ALS co-organiz-
er Jenna Jae Temple-
ton. “To raise aware-
ness and funds to cure
ALS, we’ll be jumping
out of airplanes.”

Amyotrophic lateral
sclerosis (ALS) is a fa-
tal, progressive neuro-
muscular disease. It
can impact anyone.
There are no racial,
ethnic, or socioeco-
nomic boundaries,
and it is very rarely
hereditary. The aver-
age life expectancy is
two to five years post
diagnosis. There is no
cure.

Determined to raise
$15,000 towards find-
ing a cure for ALS
(most commonly
called Lou Gehrig’s
Disease), the Speck-
taculars, a team com-
prised of friends, fami-
ly and co-workers of lo-
cally renowned singer-
songwriter Cathy
Speck, will be walking
for their cause at the
Oct. 1 at the Sacramen-
to Walk to Defeat ALS.

But first, on Sunday,
Aug. 28, the 2nd Annu-
al Skydiving For ALS
with the Specktacu-
lars will take off, just
like a plane, at Sky-
dance Skydiving.

“Everyone is invited
to either skydive or
come and hang out,
have a picnic and
watch your friends fly-
ing toward earth,” says
Cathy Speck. “Thepur-
pose of this event is to
raise awareness for
ALS and raise money
so that the Specktacu-
lars can give a bounti-
ful contribution to the
ALS walk.”

Everyone, jumpers
and non-jumpers alike

are encouraged to at-
tend this celebration.

One of five in her
family impacted by
ALS, which stands for
amyotrophic lateral
sclerosis, Cathy was
diagnosed only
months after losing
her brother Larry to
ALS. Having lost her
mother Dorothy to

ALS at the age of 13
and most recently her
brother Paul last May,
Cathy is well educated
about the disease and
has spent a lifetime
coping with its devas-
tating impact and ad-
vocating for its cure.

It
is not an easy battle,
and there will be a pub-
lic hearing regarding
this issue at the next
Yolo County Board of
Supervisors meeting on
Tuesday, Sept. 13.

It was also brought to
the Chamber’s attention
late last week that a par-
ticular business friend-
ly bill with regards to
the Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA)
was being held up in the
system. After research-
ing and making some
phone calls, I found that
the bill was not just
held up, but essentially

killed in committee. I
am following up with
the bill’s author to find
out what the plans are,
but it doesn’t look good
for the bill to become
law during this session.

Fundraising: The
Chamber has been
working for the better
part of this year on
gearing up for the
Earthquake Street
Festival, and this event
is not only a great
fundraiser for the
Chamber, but a great
community event. It
brings in people from
all over, and even
brings some people
back to Winters who
have moved out of town.

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RESPONSE
Continued from pageA-1
hours of depositions
taken from past and
current board mem-
bers, school district
staff and community
members.
Before Friefeld took

the podium to de-
scribe the process and
answer questions,
Maguire took a few
moments to express
his pleasure at the
creation of a “work
product that... fully
demonstrates our
commitment to in-
tegrity, honesty and
fairness” and his con-
fidence that accep-
tance of the report
“will help us put this
chapter behind us and
allow us to refocus the
district’s tremendous
energy and resources
on our important mis-
sion: student learn-
ing.”
Friefeld described

the process and para-
meters of his work
with the committee,
which he said was lim-
ited the “the four cor-
ners of the Grand Jury
Report” and which
“avoided conclusions
about the personal
motivations” of any in-
dividuals involved in
the areas under inves-
tigation. He empha-
sized his belief that
everyone to whom he
spoke was “factual
and honest” in their
responses to his ques-
tions.
The final response

concurred with the
major findings of the
Grand Jury, particu-
larly in regard to the
findings with the most
serious legal implica-
tions, the hiring with-
out proper disclosure
of a consultant who
was romantically in-
volved with the dis-
trict’s hiring authority,
the superintendent.
Further compounding
the issue was the mis-
demeanor redaction
of a public record doc-
ument, which appar-
ently served to ob-
scure that relation-
ship.
When asked by

Trustee Rob Warren
who had blacked out
the portions of the
document that was de-
livered to amember of
the public via a Public
Records Act request,
Friefeld replied that
he did not know.
There were points

on which the commit-
tee’s findings did not
entirely mesh with
those of the Grand
Jury and they were
noted and explained,
but those focused on
details and specifics
rather than on broad
findings and in the
end, a discussion that
might have been ex-
pected to be lengthy
and perhaps even con-
tentious was short and
cordial, and ended
with no more change

to the draft than the
notation of a typo-
graphical error and a
request by Trustee
David Hyde to be con-
sistent in the use of
terminology.
Trustee Mike Olivas

expressed his appre-
ciation of the ad hoc
committee’s work pri-
or to the motion to ac-
cept the draft as final
with the noted correc-
tions made. The mo-
tion was accepted
with a unanimous
voice vote and, ac-
cording to Maguire on
Monday of this week,
was transmitted elec-
tronically and in hard
copy to the presiding
judge onFriday.
Not present to vote

on the response was
TrusteeMatt Brickey.
Public comment on

the response came
from Traci Calvert,
who thanked the
board and cautioned
them to “remember
the past when you are
looking to the future,”
and fromDianneBeat-
on, one of the com-
plainants in the Grand
Jury investigation,
who noted that “the
complaint was only a
last resort” when oth-
er avenues of commu-
nication between the
district and the public
had failed. Beaton
called upon Hyde and
Brickey, as the two re-
maining members of
the previous Board, to
offer “a public apolo-
gy or resignation.”

Superintendent search
One of the recom-

mendations from the
Grand Jury was that
“the board should
consider discipline
for the designated em-
ployee (the then-su-
perintendent) whose
actions created a con-
flict of interest with
WJUSD in connection
with awarding a con-
sulting contract.”
The response states,

“It has been imple-
mented. The designat-
ed employee has re-
signed.”
Gillespie’s resigna-

tion has created for
the trustees the major
task of finding new
leadership for the dis-
trict. Maguire spoke to
the possible tension
between “doing it
right and the urgency”
of accomplishing it in
a timelymanner, when
the district is facing
another year of fiscal
difficulties.
Options before the

trustees included the
assignment of a cur-
rent administrator as
interim superinten-
dent and immediate
commencement of a
search process; re-
cruitment of an inter-
im leader from out-
side the district and
immediate com-
mencement of a
search; or recruitment
of an interim superin-
tendent from outside
the district and a de-

ferral of the search
process in order to se-
lect a new individual
to begin service at the
start of the 2012-2013
school year.
Public comment be-

fore the discussion
was taken up by the
board emphasized the
need for careful selec-
tion of the next perma-
nent district leader
but with different ap-
proaches to the inter-
im situation.
Beaton said that in

light of the events of
the past two years, it
was important to
choose the temporary
leadership from out-
side the district.
“It’s important that

we see a difference,”
Beaton asserted.
Tecera Philbrook,

vice-principal at Win-
ters High School,
urged the trustees to
take their time in se-
lecting a new superin-
tendent, but felt that
“it is helpful to have
Emon board” because
of her knowledge of
the workings of the
district. Director of
Educational Services
Emilie Simmons is
currently serving as
Acting Superinten-
dent.
Simmons’ recom-

mendation as acting
superintendent was
that a current admin-
istrator be the inter-
im.
Trustee David

Reynoso recounted a
conversation he had
with Yolo County Su-
perintendent of
Schools Jorge Ayala,
in which the county
chief recommended
hiring an interim as
soon as possible to
“avoid overextending
current administra-
tors.“ Ayala and
Reynoso were con-
cerned that Simmons
was being “stretched
too thin” and there
was a question of the
“ripple effect” of mov-
ing Simmons from her
Educational Services
position, thereby cre-
ating another opening
that would need to be
filled.
Simmons comment-

ed that she would like
to know soon how the
position will be filled,
saying that she has
“concerns about the
other aspects of my
job” which are not be-
ing fully attended to as
she helps to head the
district.
Maguire noted that

“we are fortunate that
the district office
team is as strong as
they are. That buys us
some time, knowing
that things will be cov-
ered.”
Nonetheless, Olivas

said, there are budget
workshops looming on
the near horizon in
preparation for likely
further austerity, and
“we need an experi-
enced leader.” Olivas
also spoke to the need
to develop as quickly

as possible the crite-
ria for interim leader-
ship to guide the se-
lection. Simmons pro-
vided the board with
relevant sections of
district policy regard-
ing the recruitment
and selection process.
Rominger moved

and the board agreed
to begin a process “to
recruit and select an
interim superinten-
dent from within
and/or outside of the
district.” The board
will revisit the crite-
ria andprocess in Sep-
tember.

Reports and other
business

Simmons reported
that the openingday of
school went smoothly
and that enrollment
was slightly higher
than anticipated.
Chief Business Officer
Gloria Hahn cau-
tioned everyone pre-
sent not to get too ex-
cited about enroll-
ment numbers, howev-
er, as no-shows had
not yet been cleared.
Hahn said that more
accurate counts
should be available
this week.
Maguire spoke fa-

vorably of the Solano
College community fo-
rum held that after-
noon at the district of-
fice, and of the ongo-
ing work toward col-
laboration between
SCC andWJUSD.
The president also

announced the budget
workshop scheduled
for the board at its
Sept. 1meeting.
“We need to start on

this sooner than later.
It doesn’t look good.”
A proposed resolu-

tion dedicating a strip
of land on the north-
ern edge of the Wag-
goner School property
to the City of Winters
for sidewalk construc-
tion was sent back for
further work. Olivas
said the documents as
written could leave
the district without
adequate access on
that side of the prop-
erty.
The final annual at-

tendance report for
the 2010-11 school
year was also present-
ed, showing a decline
of 47.78 ADA from the
previous year, and
will therefore gener-
ate less money in Cali-
fornia State Lottery
funds in the coming
year. Lottery money is
the only funding that
is based onADA.
The board also ap-

proved the annual ap-
plication for Class
Size Reduction funds
for gradesK-3.
The next regularly

scheduled board
meeting begins at 6:30
p.m. in the Walnut
Room at the district
office on Thursday,
Sept. 1. The meeting is
open to the public.

The summer camp from hell
When I was around

10,my parents decided
that it would be good
for my brother and me
to go to summer camp.
We were living in
Topeka Kansas and
the YMCA camp was a
couple of hours by bus
out into themiddle of a
swampy nowhere.
What possessed my

parents to send their
chubby, shy, insecure
and non-religious son
to Christian camp, I
will never know.

I was good at was
swimming, but the
camp didn’t have a
pool. We swam in a
small lake that was
more like a big pond. It
had a small beach, a
lifeguard tower, and
about 100 feet out
there was a raft with a

diving board. The rest
of the pond was sur-
rounded by trees,
weeds and reeds right
up to thewater’s edge.
The first few times

was fun doing the usu-
al kid stuff, splashing,
throwing mud, and
just keeping cool. On
the third day, I was
almost to the raft
when the lifeguard
starts yelling “Snake,
everyone out of the
water!” I froze. Snake,
what do you mean,
snake?

Loud snoring can
signal sleep apnea
DEAR DR. DONO-
HUE: I have sleep ap-
nea. Before being
treated by a sleep spe-
cialist, I was very
sleepy during the day
and had no energy. My
specialist prescribed
a mask that pumps air
into my nose. It helps
somewhat. Later a
friend told me about
Provigil. It makes me
feel much better, but I
am not 100 percent.
What else could help
me?— J.K.

ANSWER: “Apnea” is
Greek for “no breath-
ing.” Sleep apnea is
periods during sleep
when a person stops
breathing for 10 or
more seconds. There
can be five to 30 or
more such spells
every hour. Quite of-
ten, an apneic period
is preceded by snor-
ing that gets progres-
sively louder and
louder. At the end of
the no-breathing
episode, the person
grunts and half-wak-
ens and then starts
breathing again. This
fragments sleep and
leaves the person
sleepy and without
energy the next day.
Theproblem lies in a

narrowed passageway
for air as it travels
through the throat en
route to the lungs. Re-
dundant throat tissue
blocks the natural air-
flow.
Weight loss is one

way to get rid of excess
throat tissue, if one is
overweight. Don’t
drink any alcohol from
the evening meal on,
because it relaxes
throat tissue.
Themask youwear is

called CPAP (continu-
ous positive airway
pressure). It delivers
airunderpressure so it
can pass through the
obstruction in the
throat. Don’t abandon
it.
You can ask your

dentist about fashion-
ing a device that
keeps the jaw forward
during sleep. That
opens the throat too.
Stick with your
Provigil, since it’s
working for you.
There are a number

of surgical procedures
that can pare excess
tissue from the back of
the throat. And there
is a new remedy called
the Pillar Palatal Im-
plant System. It con-
sists of three small,
plastic rods inserted
into the back part of
the upper palate to
keep it propped up.

To get
the desired seven to
eight hours of sleep,
I’ve been taking a
sleep aid (diphenhy-
dramine), and have
not noticed any un-
pleasant side effects.
Are there any long-

term problems with
taking this sleep aid on
a frequent basis? —
S.P.

ANSWER: Diphenhy-
dramine is one of the
first antihistamines to
be marketed. One
brand name is Be-
nadryl. Sleepiness is a
side effect of most of
the early antihista-
mines. In other words,
you take the medicine
for its side effect of
drowsiness.
Millions of people

have taken this drug
since it was first mar-
keted. You can take it
ona regularbasis.
Why are you con-

vinced that six hours
of sleep is insufficient
for you? Do you feel
tired during the day
with only six hours? If
you feel fine or if you
take a nap during the
day, that might be all
the sleep you actually
need.

ahora se encuentran en pro-
ceso de deportación y de los
que ingresen al sistema en el
futuro. Se considerará
otorgarles un permiso de

trabajo a quienes se consid-
eren de baja prioridad remo-
ción del país.
Aunque varias organiza-

ciones pro inmigrantes reci-
bieron el anuncio con alegría,
insisten en que su éxito
depende de cómo sea imple-
mentado, cuánto demore y
cómo se regule. Hasta el
momento, el Departamento
de Seguridad Interna (DHS),
no ha entregado mayores
detalles. Fuentes al interior
de la agencia no dieron una
estimación respecto a cuánto
tiempo demorará el proceso
de revisión de los 300 mil
casos.
“Este anuncio se trata de un

análisis de los casos pendi-
entes. Eso va a tardar tiempo,
por supuesto. Si una persona
está en proceso de
deportación y considera que
su caso es de baja prioridad,
entonces debería dejárselo
saber a los individuos que
están a cargo de su proceso,”
explicó Luis Miranda, direc-
tor de medios hispanos de la
Casa Blanca.
Es importante entender que

será caso por caso y nada es
automático. Una de las noti-
cias que hemos leído que son
incorrectas, es que cualquier

persona sin antecedentes
criminales se le suspenderá la
deportación. Eso no es así.
Cada caso se analizará por su
mérito individual y sí existen
situaciones donde personas
sin antecedentes pueden ser
deportadas. Por ejemplo, los
que han sido removidos del
país previamente. Organiza-
cionesdederechos civiles tam-
bién se han mostrado preocu-
padas por los posibles fraudes,
orientado a las personas que
malinterpreten el nuevo anun-
cio.

Este anuncio no se aplica a
gente que no está dentro del
sistema de deportaciones.
Existe un peligro de notarios,
llena papeles y consultantes
que incluso les puedan decir
a las personas que se vayan a
entregar a inmigración, para
obtener un permiso de traba-
jo. No deben tomar ese paso.
No existe ninguna garantía.
Las personas deben estar
atentas en cómo se va a imple-
mentar esta orden ejecutiva
de Obama, y por favor no se
dejen llevar por personas que
les ofrezcan soluciones a su
estatus migratorio, infór-
mense.

Con restricciones
Si el Dream Act de

California es conver-
tido en ley por el gob-
ernador Jerry Brown
será una ley más
restrictiva que la que
vetó muchas veces
el ex gobernador
Arnold Schwarzeneg-
ger. El mismo gober-
nadorhapedidomod-
ificaciones a la prop-
uesta para reducir
los costos. Especial-
mente en un año

presupuestario difí-
cil, es importante
limitar el gasto. Miles
de millones de
dólares han sido cor-
tados al presupuesto
estatal, y no sabemos
todavía si habrá
necesidad de may-
ores recortes.

Los ajustes que se
harán al Dream Act
contemplan que sólo
se enfoque en dar
ayuda financiera a

los estudiantes grad-
uados de las secun-
darias de California,
también llamados
estudiantes AB540, la
ley que les permite
pagar las mismas
colegiaturas univer-
sitarias que los resi-
dentes legales del
estado. El nuevo
Dream Act dejaría
por fuera a los estudi-
antes indocumenta-
dos graduados de es-
cuelas vocacionales y
escuelaspara adultos
para no agregarle
mayor costo.

El dinero para esta
propuesta no se trata
de un dinero adi-
cional que el estado
tendría que desem-
bolsar sino de una
suma ya contemplada
en el presupuesto
anual de las becas
CalGrants y que se
basa en el conteo de
los estudiantes que
se gradúan de la
secundaria. Sería un
complemento a la ley
AB540 y continuaría
la inversión que ya se
ha hecho con esos
estudiantes.

El nuevoDreamAct
daría prioridad para
recibir ayuda fi-
nanciera a los estudi-
antes legales y en úl-
timo lugar quedaría
los indocumentados.
Lo que sí es un hecho
es que en los colegios
comunitarios, los
exentaría de pagar
las colegiaturas.
Se trata de un

Dream Act más re-
stringido pero sería
un avance sobre todo
porque en los cole-
gios comunitarios no
se tendríanquepagar

las colegiaturas; pero
no así en las universi-
dades donde los estu-
diantes afectados
quedarían como últi-
ma prioridad para
recibir las becas Cal-
Grants.
El gobernador fir-

mó en julio la ley
AB130, llamada la
primera parte del
Dream Act, que per-
mitirá a los estudi-
antes indocumenta-
dos solicitar y compe-
tir porbecasprivadas
en las universidades
públicas del estado.
